Bear River at UTM coordinates 477316 metres east
and 5314742 metres north; then following the
western bank of White Bear River in a southerly
direction to its confluence with White Bear Bay;
then following the western shoreline of White Bear
Bay in a southwesterly direction to Northwest
Head; then following the coastline in a generally
westerly direction to the point of commencement;
excluding all offshore islands.
